The difficulty of the Provincial and Hypo=
thecary Banks in Buenod Aires becoming only
branches to the Head Banks in La Plata is
probably more apparent than real. BSome of
the Scotch Banks that have their head offices
in Edinburgh do immensely more business in
their branches in Glasgow, a town of 760,000
inhabitants engaged mostly in commerce, than
in Edinburgh with its 250,000 only, mostly
residential.
