The following are the details of the
fall of Lima and of the entry of Ca-
ceres’s revolutionary army into the
stronghold of the Iglesias Government.
All the vanguard of the Government
army was-steadily repulsed by Cacores
from the outlying districts, and fell back
upon the centre at the gates of tho ca-

Mita, where a council was held and the
rovolutionary leaders decided fo attack
Lima, and take the city by storm if ne-

Caceres’s chief object was to outflank
Colonel Relaize, Commander-in-Chief
of the Iglesias army, whilst Colonal
Bolar's division marched from Chicla
to Vilarte, where the Government troops
were driven back and dislodged from
the San Bartolomé heights.

I do not pretend, however, to
meke an inventory of the contents of
the great show rooms. It would be
turning my letter into an advertise-
meut, which is not at all my object.

As I have said
they were the first to introduce the
elements of grace and beauty into the
commonest article.

The market presentel to-day more or less
the same features ns on last Saturday. Gold
opened weak ard closed weaker. The Banks
still hold back from discounting, and money
becomes tizhter every day The Cedula mar-
ket was very active and heavy transactions
effscted both for cash and the end of the
month. Series G was in most demand and
showed a slight improvement in prices, the
market closing firm. The gold market opened
at 141.20, at which price some To,000 were
sold. It then rose to 141.30, dropped im-
mediately to 141.20, and clo-ed we knti41.10,
Amount sold 113,700. I'or the end of the
month the total sales were 210,000, opening at
141.20, rising to 141.30, and closing at 141.10.
For January 3lst 215,000 rold, opening and
closing nt the same price as for cash. Total
sold 538, 700.

Cedulas wero much mor> looked after than
gold, the total sales amounting to 229,000, of
whieh 213,000 were of Series G. 6,200 Series
F were sold cash at 76; and lo,0n0 of same
Series for the end of the month at same price.
64,000 Series G were sold cash at 804, being
$ higher than l»st quotation, and for Decem -
ber 3lst 95,000 were disposed of at prices be-
tween 80 and 80}. For January 3lst 80,000
sold, opening at 80, rising to 4, and closing
with buyers at 80}.

Discounts still extremely -difficult and no
change in quotations. National Treasury Bills
are quoted at 120/o. In exchange there was
nothing done, and very little will be passed
urtil the sailing of the next steamer, a week
away yet.

Freights are still quoted at same rates.
Shipbrokers eomplain greatly of the dulness
of trade. Never before has the murket been
8o stagnant, and shippers find it as hard to get
cargo now a8 in the winter months. Next
month they expect matters will mend.

The R.M 8, Elbe left Santos yosterday ' ai
5 p.m. for the R. Plate. We should have her
mails on Xmas morning.

The general feeling in the gold market is
that prices will fall 3 or 40/o yet before the
end of the month, owing to the increased
stringency in the money market. The State
Banks are drawing exchange in paper, which
withdraws paper from the market. They are,
moreover, very quietly taking in gold, which
throws gold on the market and they don’t dis-
count. Under such circumstances it is not
surprising that gold gives way, and many ex-
pect to see it at 138 before the end of the
month.

Dr. Galvez, Minister of Sarta Fé, left this
afternoon, and was accompanied tothe Cen-
tral station by a large crowd of friends.

He says
tho new line will leave Mr. Ham’s estancia to
the left, .and come into town by Sau Martin.
This new branch is the line that is to bring
the Pacific Railway into the city from its pre-
sent starting point at Mercedes.

They say that in a few daysthe rails will
be finished to Mercedes, San Luis, and then
the locomotive will run through from Merce-
des, Buenos Aires, to Mercedes, San Luis.
Esiancieros and others complain of the
monstrous delay in opening this line to Picasso.
Estancieros thereabout have to send their
woolsin by Pergamino, 30 leagnes by bullock
cart, when, if the Picasso station was open,
they would not have to cart their wool 5
leagues.

The well-known firm f ¥ Schwartz & Co.
has been changed into a joint stock company,
capital one million nats. Mr F Schwartz
President. Mr M Schwartz Secretary, and Mr
Myles Treasurer; all the shares are placed, and
the business will be carried on by the same
partners as before.

Mr Thos Kincaid, of Rio Negro, arrived
to-dsy and was welcomed on ’Change ; he re-
ports tremendcus fall of locusts in and about
Patagones and extending about 5 leagues up
the valley. Mr Bronsted C.E., has also ar-
rived. It rained tremendously down there,
and Mr Sanchez, Manager of Provincisl Bank,
was almost drowned and the new church
nearly fell in.

Exchange done at 473, L. and Brazilian
Bank bhills from Montevideo, bills on Paris
5.01, and Antwerp 5 02. Thay say Provin-
cial Bank drawing this afternoon at 3,65, but
we received no notice from the bank.

The wool market this morning ruled dull
and melancholy slow, and cousignees complain
of the fall in gold. Some parties are depogit-
ing their wools determined to wait until gold
rises.

Mr Casey arrived back to-day from Villa
Casilda, Santa Fe, where the races took place
yesterday. Surplice and Signet won, bat
Colonel lost. The attendance at the races, we
hear, was very good.

Mr Arteaga reports that the Irish Orphan-
age Lottery tickets are selling well, and all
will be probably sold before the 29th.

The sale of 500 National Bank Shares de-
liverabie to the end of 1886 for 150 isa re-
markable one ; the dividend to the buyer which
a8 18 known will with the current half year be
about 20 o/o; this brings the price down to
130, which is indeed cheap. "We hear of a
business pending in these shares at a batter
price, the ehares to be taken in payment for a
fine city property.

Three cheers were given for Mr, Legareta,
the President of the Bolsa on the crection of a
magniﬁeent new London clock in the Bolsa
hall.

Political affairs begin to have so favorable
an aspect that gold rules flatter and flatter.
It was_announced that the richest man in the
whole Republic will be the conciliation can-
didate.

Mr. ¥. J. Meeks has received from Eng-
land a fine shorthorn pure bred heifer for his
farm at the Lomas.
