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TRIP TO QUEQUEN. q

On last Sunday night at 10 p.m. Mr.
Barrow, manager of the Great Southern
Railway, left by express train, to inspect
the works of the new branch to Quequen,
and was accompanied by His Excellen-
cy Don E. Hansen, Minister of Hacien-
da, Mr. Donovan, brother to the Chief
of Police, and Mr. E. T. Mulhall, of this
paper. We travelled in the manager’s
special coach with all the conveniences
which railway managers, when travel-
ling on their own lines, command, and
we lived in the coach during the whole
trip as comfortably as if in the Grand
Holel.

The railway runs now through to Que-
quen, a distance of about 240 miles.
There are few places in
that have given rise lo greater specula-
tion than this port of Quequen, which
bul 3 years ago started into notoriety
and became one of the greatest subjects
of speculation in this market. We had
heard and read and published so much
about Quequen that we fell much obliged
to Mr. Barrow for his kind invitaiion,
which gralified our curiosity and afford-
ed us every opporlunity of inspscling |
the place with every convenience and |
free of any expense. We slept as
comfortably in our beds in Mr. Barrow’s
coach as in our own beds at home and
awolke in the morning in Mar del Plata,
which place Mr. Barrow had tfo visit on
business connected with his line, al-
though it was out of our direct roule to
Quequen.
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Mar del Plata was, we may say, in
tears, as it was pouring rain when we
landed; 5 years had elapsed since my
last visit to the place with Mr. Bell, the
then traffic-manager of the line, accom-
panied by Messrs. Bankier, McNally and
others, andin those 5 years whal won-
drous changes have been effected in Mar
del Plata?
