the poorest quirters of London, a
inixture of. English, Poles and Ger-
mans, who were given in charge to aii-
other gentleman that protessed himsell

people, customs and climate, but who
in reality had ngver set foot in that
country. ’ ’
The colonists aboard the Rydal Mal.
were furnished with flattering pros-

| pectuses, which were carefully with-

deawn before their arrival. They wer
not, allowed' to commmunicate with B,
AyTes. . On reaching Asuncion . they
were not settled down in little farms
near the city, but carted off to the In-
terior, at such a distance as to defeat
any expectation of making kuowu to

It is now 338 years since the first
Sp;mié]n expedition, under Ayolas, un-
dertook’ to explore the Chaco,. and
although thirty expeditions have been
wade in the interval, we know alinost
as little of a territory tea times the
size of England as did ‘the first ex-
plorers.:

sq. miles in extent, of which Dr. Boedo

The Chaco is probably destined to
awake from the silenco ot‘age‘:i betore
the close. of the present century, and
possibly some of our present readers
will live to see it as thickly settled as
Entie-Rios or Corrientes.
