TIHE ASHANTEE WAR.

FFunchal, Madeira,
December 3, 1873.

The latest advices from the West
Coast of Africa by the R.M. steamer
Biaftra, arrived here this morning,
Lring news of importance from the
seat of \\")w up to the 26th of Novem-
her. '

It is already known that Sir Garnet
Wolseley, the British commander-in- |
chief, had sailed from Cape Coast
Castle ostensibly for Acera, but as it
eventually transpired this was only a
teint, and after a short time he return-
ed toa point on the coast near which
a strong body of Ashantees was kuown
to be encamped.  The suiprise was
complete, and with only a handful of
British troopshe defeated and dispersed
the enemy with severe loss, whilst our
own casunaltivs were ounly a few.
Amongst our killed was Lieutenant
Eadley Wilmot (author of the receufl_v
published ¢« Journal in the Pacific”)
In the list of wounded appear the
names of Colonels MceNeill and Fest-
mg. i

The moral eftects of this \'ictoi'y can.
not be too highly estimated as it gives
back tenfold to the British arms their
lost prestige in the unhappy and un-
fortunte expedition attempted Ly
Commodore Commerwell,

Subsequent advices informed us of
the illness of Sir Garnet Wolseley and
his retirement on board one of. the
meun-of-war  to recruit his strength.
By the Biafira we now learn that dur-
ing his absence the Ashantees had
mustered an army of some 60,000 war-
riors—15,000 of which under King
Coffee himself attended by his entire
court—mavched to the coast with the
avowed intention of driving out every
British settler in the country.

This formidable vanguard attacked
a small outpost commanded by Capt.
Glover R. N, who had not more than
180 to 200 wmen, chiefly marines and
blue jackets, to defend it.

The struggle was terrific! and after

tle garrison sallied forth aud repulsed
the enemy with great slaughter. . King
Collee’s ¢ Sacred Cock’ and throne, to-
gether with a host of other trophies,
were takén, and His Majesty obliged
to fly in the most unkingly and undig-
nified manuer.

Our losses were by no means severe
in numbers, considering the enormous
odds, but we have much to regret the
death of Lieut. Wells, R. N., a most
promising young officer. . Amongst
the wounded were Col. Festing (second
time) and Caprain MeCalmont.

Sir Garnet Wolseley was much better
and the general health reported as sa-
tisfactory,

The British Minister to the Portu-
guese Court had come to Madeira - to
enquire into the feasibility of estab.
I:'shing an bospital there for invalided
soldiers from the Coast of Africa, but
the Governor aud focal authorities put
so many difficulties in his way that he
was obliged to leave to day for Lisbon
in the Admiralty yacht Vigilant, in
order to obtain the neéessary authori-
ty direct.from the King. It is con-
sidered of the highest importance to
provide such retuge for our sick and
climate-stricken  countrymen within
the sbortest distance from the seat of
war, and without subjectlng them to
the shock of so sudden a change of
climate as. that of England in compar-
ison with Africa would De.

Appended to the latter pros-
Pectus was, moreover, a ‘nemoran-
dum furnished by the Oovernment
Commissioner, and signed Maximo
Terrero, which added that arrange-
ments were made for the establish-
ment ot an Emigration Agency in
London, and for forwarding a large
number of well-selected emigrants from
Europe to Paraguay. Qui facit, then,
per alium facit per se. Consul Terrero
was the avowed public, and, after the
first I oan, the reconfirmed agent in
England of the Paraguayan Govern-
meut, throngh whom the Government
raised Loans for these purposes and on
these statements; and they migh{
now as-honestly repudiate their obli-
gation on the Bonds he issued, as their
obligation in repect of emigration for
which he issued the Bonds.
