Minister Cortinez has-just published
tho Trade-returns for the last 4 ycars,
wherein at a glance we can sea the de-
velopment of our commerds with the
various countries. :

The trade of the Argentine Repub-
lic reached its maximum in 1873, the
value of imports and exports amount-
ing to 117 million hard dollars, being
an increase'of 11 per cent on the pre-
vious year, and 33 per cent gver 1870.
The balance of trade last year was
more unfavorable thau'in 1872, owing
to imports having grown 19 per cent,
while exports shewed noincreaso:
