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ANOTHER OATASTROPHIE.

Havas, for the last few days, has
been busy proving to us the truth of
the old saying that misfortunes
never come singly. First there was
the earthquake in Italy, then the
appaling visitation at Chios, and
now devastation in one of the fair-
est provinces in Sjain, eansed by
the overflowing Rot the historic and
baauciful Guadalquivie, The follow
ing briat sketch of the devastated
provinee will interest our readers .—

# Andalucia, commonly - written
Adalusia in English, is a large di-
vision of the kingdom of Spain,
which comprises the four ancient
provinces of Cordova, Jaen, Gra-
nada, and Sevilla,

Andalucia formed the largest patt
of the Roman provinee of Beelica, s0
pamed from the river Beetis, now
the Guadalquivir.

The plain of the Guadalquivir
commences some distance above Cor
dova, but is at first narrow and
bounded by hills. Below Cordova
the ground becomes less undulating
and the plain wider, The greatest
part of the plain is on the southern
side of the river till it reaches Se-
yilla, the spurs of the Sierra Mo-
rena in many places advauncing to
the northern bank., From Sevilla to
the sea the plain is perfectly level
and of vast extent, with the river
winding through the middle. The
central part produces loxariant
crops of grain, and when the corn is
ripe the yellow expanse seems in-
terminable, no object interposing
to break the uniformity except here
and there a clump of olive-trees.
Hamlets, farm-houses, oottages,
there are none. The lower part is
a salt-marsh, in which vast herds

of cattle find pasturage. Through-
out Andalucia there is in general

no other division between proper-
ties than low embankments of earth
on whieh the prickly pear and aloe,
if well tended and preserved, would
get at defiance the passage of man
and beast ; but these hedges having
been generally neglected, the culti-
vated expanse is merely dotted here
and there with solitary aloes mark-
jng where fences had once been
raised.

The climate of Andalucia, in con-
sequence of the great difference of
elevation of the surface, is very var-
jed. In the ‘tierra caliente (the hot
land) of the southern shores, the
harvests are over in May ; they are
a little later in the plain of the
Guadalquivir ; in the' Vega of Gra-
nada, which is 2,400 feet above the
level of the sea, the crops are green
in June; while the mountains higher
up display the vegetation of Switzer
land.

The manufactures of Andalucia
are of gmall importance, with the ex-
ception of wine, oil, and sngar.
Throughout the whole of Spain the
absurd prohibitions and excessive
duties on articies of necessity, such
as cottons and woollens, have given
