EDUCATION,

Two well-informed correspondents
have expounded their views on the
educational system in this Republic.
The idea ot schools of trades and
arts would be a most welcome inno-
vation on the present abstrase 8ys-
tem, so extravagantly carried out
in every province. Certainly no-
body would, therefor, overlook the
advantages of a classical education,
but such a one must be more cen-
tralized and made more perfect.

Thus one gees 80 Many young men
who 1eceive a superficial classical

teaching in the various National
Colleges without acquiring the sound
instruction identified with a first-class
University. As we pointed oat in a
previous article, the present instruc-
tion is so diffused and so spread out:
that, whilst the country lacks the
benefits of a more practical educa-
tion, nevertheless we do not reap
the advantages of a thorough first-
class University course of studies,

The National Government, there.
fore, should give all its attention in
this depariment fo a general in
crease in the primary elements of
education. The normal . schools
ghould get the principal attention, in
order to provide the new colleges
with professors adapted to the ar-
duous task of openivg the minds
of boys in their teens to the radi-
ments of an education necessary in
every branch of life; herein the
country needs neither Greek mnor
Latin ; the latter may be relegated
to the Universities. The change in
the National Oolleges would involve
%0 many antagonistical interests,
that the Government would have to
meet the well-founded complaints of
the professors and the undeniable
wants of the country for less doe-
tered institutions.

One correspondent stated that
there were not six Argentines who
had read Anpacreon or the fragments
of Greek aunthors left us. Verily he
puts his finger. on the great sore,
which means a great one in the high
ly instructed spheres of the Univer-
gity; the fact implies the looseness
of the system even in that august
institution- and without solely re-
garding solely the above Greek au-
thors, it may be safely inferred that
our correspondent iusinuates a gene-
ral lackof instruction in those young
men who emerge from the learned
aisles with titles which soeiety
blindly accepts.

If areform is necessary in the
elementary education of the Repu-
blic, the same is as evident in Bue.
nos Aires, where at least there
should be scores of men well versed
jn the classies they are supposed
t> know and to read. A good wuni-
versity education does not imply
that the student shéuld know the
gmallest fragments of Simonides,
Sapho, Aleatus, Olesias or Rufinos,
bat what society has a right to de-
mand, is that those who pass their
gtudies,seemingly most saccessiully,
ghould be thorougly eclectic in both
elassical and practical lore. Bubt of

At 94 o'clock the Dotterel cast
anchor in the middle of the bay, in
8 tathoms, and the Qaptain of the
Port went off to her, returning
shortly with the following report—
Her Britannic Majesty’s ship Dot
terel, Commander R. Evans, 1137
tons, 800 horse power, 6 guns, 163
men, bound for the Pacific to relieve
the Penguin,

It was a lovely day, the sea calw
as a mirror, and the Dotterel was
sarrounded by shore boats when her
bells rang 10 o'clock, and all on
ghore set their watches by them.
Two minutes elapsed and an awfal
explosion was heard. Everyone
rushed terrified into the street, and

then to the shore gazing eagerly
seaward. Horror of horrors ! The
Dotterel had disappeared. A cloud

of black smoke hangs over her an
chorage,and the placid sea is cover
ed with fragments of human bodies
and debris of all kinds. The shore
boats are-scattered in all directions
A launch 300 metres off is sunk by a
splinter; a 70 1b bar of iron came
cragh on the poop of the guardship:
ayard arm falls on the mole, aud
a shot whistles over our heads
grazing the roof of a house.

Then, as the truth flashed on zll,
there was a shout ‘save them boysl’
and a score of boats were in an in-
stant making for the cloud of smoke,
some of them without even oars, im-
pelled any way in the humane des-
poration of the moment.

The sea i3 litera'ly covered with
mangled remains and debris, amidst
whiech the rowers pu!l about despe-
rately. Soon one boal heads for
ghore with & naked man covered
with blood; his pale face is aristocra-
tic : it is the Qaptain. Then three,
then four more with survivors. The
people press round, deeply affected,
striving who will first offer relief,
clothes and shelter. In half an heur
the other boats return, the crews
with saddened faces. Twelve, and
these wounded and burned, is the
dread muster of the saved. There
are  also some human remaiuns,
which were reverently buried in the
cemetery.

All is over, 141 men are gone, The
survivors are—Uommander Evans,
Lieut. J. M. Stokes, Mr Walker, en-
gineer, N Colbourn, Paymaster,
Baird first carpenter, Rugely -
Lyous quartermaster, and five sea-
men.

The cause of the disaster is said by
some to have been the bursting ot
the boilér whilethey were condensing
water, Others say the magazine
took flre. All is conjecture, No
one lives to reveal tbe secret. Two
minutes did the whole thing. The
ship was new, launched in March
lagt year.

The “incidents are numerous and
curious. The Captain wag in his
bath, and in a second was trasferred
to the waters of the Straits, how, he
cannot tell. The carpeater was
blown from the poop into the coa
bunk ; he jumped into the sea as the
hull sank ; the legs of his trouser:
and drawers were torn clean off, bu?
he was only slightly scratched. The
marine on guard on the poop wag
blown into the air and came down,
straight ag a ramrod, unhurt, with
hig rifle ‘ordered’ and his uniform
intact ; he says he didnot leave his
post, but that his post left him.
Six halves of bodies were pick-

ed up, aund innumerable arms,
legs, entrails, &c. It was an awful
sight.

The captain has six wounds, and
was badly cut by the glass when
blown through his cabin window into
the sea.
