NEW MEAT EXPORT,

The most important news received
from Wurope for many years past
is that which came by the last mail
announcing the arrival in London
of the steamer Paraguay with a
cargo of frigorified mutton from the
Plate.

Qur readers may recollect the
great delays which the steamer

loading this cargo at San Nicolas,
but it is satisfactory to know that,

lead to a rapid development of oue
ot the greatest sources of wealth ot
this country. Instead of killing
sheep by the million at the ‘grase—
riag’ for merely the skin and the
grease, wecan now ship fresh mut-
ton to Europe under this frigorified
gystem, which brings to the River
Plate farmers an inexhaustible mar-
ket forall the fat mutton they ecan
produce ; and it is not saying too
much to hold out the prospect of
four or five frigorific steamers ¢lear-
ing every month for Hurope from
the Plate, as we feel quite certain
that our sheepfarms ara well able
to supply snch a tradae,

The meat has Deen consign-
ed to Messrs. O. de Vaux and Co.,
of Cannon Street, who are rapidly
placing it upon the London market,
Itis in first-class condition, although
the steamer was 456 days on the
voyage, and it has attracted consi
derable attention amongst the Me-
tropolitan butchers. In an opera’
tion ofthis sort an expert knowledge
of the provision trade is uecessary
to obtain good results for the ship-

tes very mwuch, but when it is known
that cold storage can be obtained in
London for four times the quantity
of carcases shipped by the Paraguay,

of shippers to avail themselves of
that storage,and to put the meat
upon the market in acecordance with
the demand. From time immemo=
rial it has been the custom of the
butchers to make as much for them-
selves as they can. We do not say
that the retail butcher is the man
who makes the money- It is the
middleman, who sells wholesale, and
in this way little benefit acerugs to
the general public from the importa-
tion of meat from foreign couutries.
The plan to adopt would be for
shippers to secure cold storage in
close proximity to the market,
where the meat could be disposed of
to the general publie, without the
intervention of the commission but-
cher, by regularly appointed ageuts
of the shippers; and until this is
done the foreign meat industry can
hardly become a paying concern.
Systemm is as much a necessity of
this business as of any other, but
from what we can gather the expert
knowledge of a general merchant
does not extend to the distribution
of meat at a profitable rate through-
out this great Metropolis. We hear
that some of the sheep have been
disposed of at 43d. per pound. It

AMERICAN WHEAT.

I'HE AGRICULTURAL COMMISSION.

So great 18 the interest now taken
in this country about wheat, that
we call attention to the following
|importani evidence, given by Mr,
Williamson, M.P, who, besides
being an authority on the subject,
is intimately - connected with the
Plate :—

In the volume of evidence just
issued, we find that Mr, 8. William-
son, M.P. for the S8t. Andrews
Burghs, was examined on the sabject
of the grain-producing capacity of
the United States. He said—

Francisco, Portland (Oregon), and
Valparaiso, and were large exporters
of grain from those places.

¢ ALMIRANTE BROWN.

A paper was read by Mr. Samuda,
at the annual meeting of the Insti-
tute of Naval Architects, on tho
Argentine-cased corvette, ‘Almirante
Browne.

The author believed this was the
firat vessel afloat which had been
constructed entirely of steel and
coated with steel-faced armour: she
was a ship of moderate size, com-
bining all the most modern improve
ments in construction, armour and
armaments, Her dimensions are :
length, 240 feet; breadth, 50 fedt;
displacement, 4,500 tons.

The hull, which is of" Siemen’s
steel, iz composed of plating of
5-8in, and 7-16 in.; behind the ar-
mour, the plates are 1lin; and the
deck, 4 feet below water-level, is of
Idin. The bottom is covered with
teak planking, 3in. thick, ‘and zine
sheatuing from keel to 3 feet above
water,

She is fitted with double-bottom
and divided by bulkheads and steel-
decks inbto 43 water compartments,
She has two masts and an area of
sail of 10,000 square feet.

The uteel-faced armour is 9in,
thick, worked on a teak wood, back-
ing, and has a shot resistence.about
equal to 12 inches of iron, while her
own guns could penetrate 13.3in. of
armour at 70 yards, and are equal
to the service, 18 ton muzzle-
loaders.

An armoured belt extends 120 feet
in length, protecting engines, boilers
and magazine with cross-armoured
bulkhheads at ends of belt, reach-
ing from 4 feet below water line to
he main deck. Above the main
deck amidships is the armour-plated
battery, with double embrasures at
the fore end, containing in all 6 guns
of the ‘improved type, 8 inch Arm-
strong’s, long breach-loading 113
ton guns, one similar gun on the
upper deck forward and one aft;
also six 44in. broadside guns on
upper deck.

She is a twin-serew vessel witn
geparate engine room and engines to
each screw, which collectively will
indicate 4,500 horse-power. She is
expected to reach a speed of 13}

‘kuots, and her coal capasity 650

tous, will enable her to steam 4,300

miles at 10 knots, without re-
coaling.

As
armonr on the bow and stern had
been given up, it was possible to
have osed finer lines, thereby giving
increased speed. The advantage
of a twin-screw allowing lighter
draught and a longer ship, does not
appear to have been fully realized.

THE EARTHQUAKE AT CHIOS.
Chios, April 8th,

We arrived here on Satarday last
after a quick runof 36 hours, and
ever sinca I have been busily engag-
ed setting fractures and binding up
wounded heads and limbs, I am at
work in an hospital made of ships
sails, and my patients arrive in an
endless string ot ghastly sabjects.
The sisters from the Deaconess Hs-
tablishment of Smyrna are doing
splendid work in the way of nuars-
ing, but it need not be mentioned
that the workers are none too mauy.
You cannot: conceive the. state.of
destruction and confusion on shore,
The scene is indéseribable:  The
liouses of the town still standing
are all deserted, the ground is still
rocking slightly from: time to time,
and no one hardly ventures into
the streets where there are ‘walls
still above ground, The search for
victirs amongst the ruing is, how-
ever, going on most actively., The
distress everywhere is very great;
bat the committee now. organised
for the distribution of relief is send-
ing oft supplies of food to all parts
of the island. Whilst death has
overwhelmed whole families, there
have been some remarkable ' esca-
pes. I have had to-day under my
hands a woman who was confined
whilst under the ruins, and, strange
to say, although three days elapsed
before she was rescued both she
and theé baby are still alive. From
the harbour nothing like an ade-
quate idea can be tormed of the ter-
rible effects of this earthquake,
which are only second in their
frightiol extent to those ot the ce-
lebrated earthquake at Lisbon, 1755,
On that oceasion 50,000 persons are
supposed to have jlost their lives. It
1s as yet, of course, impossible to
form any correct idea of the number
of persons who have perished in
this sad calamity, bat it may safely
be predicted that the actual deaths
will not prove less than 8,000,
whilst the distress will perhaps ex-
tend over 30,000. The sarvivors
are flying from the island as far as
they can, for the terror is extreme;
and even those who remain will not
venture into their house, buat en-
camp in the open., Whole villages
have disappeared entirely, whilst
in others not a moiety of the inha-
bitants escaped. In one village,
called Kalomasgia, which I visited
yesterday,there is not a single house
standing, and it is conjectured that
at least 400 persons have perished
there.

Chios has hitherto been consider-
ed one of the most favoured islands
of the Levant. 'With a '@ delieious
climate and a fertile soil the island
is famous for its mastic, due, it is
thought, to the superior flavouring
of the gum-mastic produced by the
trees growing about the mountain
slopes. When these trees are in
blossom the sight is most lovely,
for they seem eclothed with stripes
of glittering silver. ~Although hi-
therto considered exempt from
earthquake calamifies, Chios suf-
fered a terrible visitation 'im 1822,
During the Greek struggle for free-
dom, to punish the sympathy.ofithe
inhabitants with the Morean inhabi-
tants, the Turkealmost anmihilated
the population, massacreing some
25,000 persons and reducing 45,000
to slavery.. Amongst the highest
diguitaries of the Empire are pow
to be found some few who owe their
position to the circumstance of their
having been sold as children into
wealthy Tuarkish families. They
were Chiotes by birth, and were
disposed of in the manner indicated
at the period just mentioned, hap-
pily for them falling into kind
hands.  As far as I have been able
to gather particulars as to the fear-
ful catastrophe which has over-
whelmed this but a few days ago
most prosperous island, the earth-
quake was préceded by very unu-
sual heat. On the morning of the
3rd April the sky was overcast and
very misty. There was a great
stillness in the air, and all were
looking forward to a great thunder-
storm. About ten minutes to two
there was a sudden rocking of the
ground, which brought about a third
of the houses of .the town ‘to the
ground, They fell to pieces. as il
built of eards, burying thounsands of
persons in the ruins. The scenes
which followed are indescribable.
The ground ceontinued fto rock and
dance, and: the affrighted survivors
knew not where to fly for Bafety,
On all sides the sinister rumblings
underground, like = sabterranean
thunder, the crash of the falling
buildings, the shrieks of the wound-
ed and the cries of the survivors
lent a fearful horror to the awful
scene. The area of earthqnake
effect, extended over the whole
island, and thus many escaped from
the town only to meet death in the
country. Large masses of rock and
earth set loose ¢by the quivering of
the earth came rolling down the
hill-sides, tearing open roads. The
villages, a8 previously mwentioned,
have suffered as much as the town.
Livadhia, Thimania, Nechori, Se-
minia, Calunassia, Cardbamiti, Har-
kios, Mastichechori, Denita, and
Ververeti have been completely an-
nihilated. In the village of Neo-
chori only 60 persons were saved
out of 260 families. The monastery

feet, the ominous sounds in the air

their hour of agony was only being
prolonged..- ‘At one moment a vil-
lage on the hillside would be seen
to slipaway, as if cast loose, and
then all would come down in a rush-
ing torrent of earth, stones, and
trees. “In the’ town ' great fissures
opened in the earth, whole streets
seemed to twist round and change
their direetion. . People~seeking to
escape were caught on'the staircases
by the falling wall§ and erushed to
death., The quarters . whieh have
most suffered are;.the citadel, the|
Atiikies quanrter, and the Aplotaria
where'the houses of the workpeople
are principally .gathered: together,
Only one living' "human being was
rescued from the-eitadel. ~Fhis was
a young girl of 18, who ‘was found
between two.corpses. BShe had been |
there thirty hours, and only survived |
her rescue until the next mom;iug.!
The Frank quarter has suffered ;he
least of any, though even here there
are great cracks in the walls. The
Government house and the pablie
buildings ate little better than mas-
ses of tottering walls, and hardly a
minaret remains standing. The
earthguake extended far beyond
Chios; and has inflicted considerable
damage on the mainland, At Tehes-
mieh, the watering place on the
maiirland “opposite Chios, half the
houses bave been injured and at
least a bundred persons killed and
wounded.

This “fearful ountbreak of earth-

quake forée is no doubt due to the
temporary cessation of eruptive phe-

nomena at Santorin. . That part of
the Levant  undounbtedly: covers a
focus .of the: terrible: ‘forces every-
where active beneath the surface of

the globe, and.the partial closing ot

the one safety valve has led to this
manifestation of the imprisoned
pPOWers.
