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JAMP PROGRESS.

It would be unfair to let slip with-
out comment one of the most remark-
able events of the year 1882, The year,
most uneventful as it has been, has
wound up with an excursion to the
large estate of one of the wealthiest
Ianded magnates of this province.

whirled from the burning carcass to
the crevices of the roof. Verily the
cpmp has changed wonderfully within
the last twenty years. The Arab fea-
tures of the camp -are being supersed-
ed and. pushed away far from the vi-
cinity of the capital of the Republic.
Civilization is dawning all around, and
her beneficént influéneé is introducing
the pantaloon instead of the ‘chiripa,’
the piano instead of the guitar, and last
not least, high life instead of low life.

The Plate is young; few families
can tracé their origin beyond three
generations, and this, very youthful
character of the nation accounts for
the very rapid strides which are the
main features of  the country. With
the exception of the United States, no
country is undergoing such a complete
metamorphosis as the Plate.

A generation, nay a few years, have
scarcely elapsed since the pampa was
semi-barbarous in one part and en-
tirely barbarousin the other, Civiliza-
tion has wiped out the former, and the
the soldier has obliterated. the latter.

Fine brick houses with all modern
comforts breathe an atmosphere of ¢i-
viligation which is the highest com-

pliment . to the advancing notions of

their owners. Some estancias remind
one of the wealthy demesnes of the
nobles of Europe, and although demo-
cracy is in the ascendant in the Plate,
none can overlook the princely incli-
nations of the land-owners. Theére are
men in this republic who own duke-

doms and principalities; if we consider
the extent of the properties, and the
observer may gauge thé prospects of

the owners 25 years hence. If pro-

perty advaunces in the ratio remarked

of late, theestancieros will boast of im-
mense fortunes.

The estancieros dare the owners of
the land and the legislators of the

country; they can build their own for-
tunes. Evéryimmigrant that lands on
these shores gives increased value to
the land, and ‘it should be the great

aim of the very intellectual estanciero

element not to overlook their indivi-
dual interests, and to foster an ermigra-

tion that must necessarily give the most

lucrative results as a speculation.

The Italians who are ploughing the

fields of this wealthy province are the

agents who are building the mansions
and the fortunes, supplying the wants

and increasing the refined surround-

ings of the estanciero.  Without this

agent, where would the camp be to-
day? The Indian would stdlk outside
the Salado; and the bulloek-head would

be the synthesis of camp life, Many of

those who responded to the invitationto
the late exeursion wonidered over these
irrepressible facts and laughed with
the High Life present at the primeval
attire of the old gauchio and ‘at the
guitar. But there id a French refrain
which says, ‘‘chassez la natire, elle re-
vient au galop,” and such was the
case with many of the gauchos, whose
spurs of Indian mould contrdsted
strangely indeed with patent léather
boots and whose gait in civilized attire
was awkward enough to remind one of
the ‘chiripa’; whilst the Cusfillan ac-
cent, drawled forth in pampa fashion,
staggered the observer and made one
wonder if really the pre-historic man of
the pampa, the cherished object of
Francisco Moreno’s dreams, was after
all so hidden as not to be found in the
plains dround Buenos Aireés.

The magmnificence of the Cano estan-
cia i8 unrivalled in this province, and
it is a melancholy fact that, although
the provinece of Buenos Aires boasts of
wealthy estancieros by the score, fine
estancias c¢an be counted on one’s
fingers. The wealthy land-owners,
here as in Ireland, are addicted to
apsenteeism, which may account for the
backward state of many large proper-
ties, If the estancieros spent 6 months
of the year on their demesnes, pm,;pig
might look forward to a complete
change in the camp; fine imansions
would rise on every league of land,
and all the comforts and attractions of
modern civilization would enhance the
pleasures of camp life on the mono-
tonous plains of the province. There is
altogether too much of the ‘rancho’,
‘poncho’ and ‘asado’ feature about the
camp as yet to put thé provinces on
a par with Buenos Aires.Time will, on
doubt, work the change, but Bienos
Aires very miuich needs a score of men
like Mr. Cano, to change the desert
grassy plains intd smiling demesnes,
covered with frees, cereald, and boas
ing all the -advantages of an estate in
France or England. The change re-
markable within the last twenty years in
estancia life is really partial, since it is
limited to the enterprise of a féw rich
estancieros; the great bulk of eamp
men live as they did long ago, without
bread, without vegetables, withont
milk.  The old gaucho life rules su-
preme thirty leagues beyond B. Aires;
let the wealthy owners change this
state of affairs by following in the wake
of men like Cano, and a few other
enterprising estancieros.
