It is reported that Jthe Chilian Minister
in Paris hasrefused to recognise President
Balmaceda. Admiral Latorre who was
sent to Europe tosuperintend the bujld-
ing of war vessels for the Chilian Govern-
ment has followed the Minister’s example.
The Minister refused to open negotiations
for a loanin Europe,

It is said that Pieagua, Iquique, Taltal,
Antofagasta and Chagiaral are in the hands
of the revolutionists under the ecommand
of Gep, Urrutia, Confirmation of this
news has just been received.

Over 200 Chilian exiles are shortly ex-
pected here.

The English directors of the National
and Valparaiso Banks have sigoed an
agreement to allow President Balmaceda
to issue 12 millions paper, suppress the
buarping of 100,000 dollars per month, and
coin the bullion in the Treasury, The
other directors refused tosign this agree-
ment.

According to a letter received from San-
tiago, under date February 8, General
Urrutia organized quite a formidable army
the revolutionists,

As events are thickening we feel again

It is not likely that the Stato of Siege
will cause the least inconvenience to any
of the foreign community, The Executive
has, of course, extraordinary powers, but
we have ourselves lived through eight
apochs of this descri ption and can only re-
member one Englishman having been
mol#sted. We refer to the late Mr. Lin-
nay, a gunsmith in Calle Buen Orden,
who was arrested acd detained for seme
months because he had sold guns and re-
volvers without a special permit,

Old residents have often asserted that
in time of State of Siege there is more
eecurity for life and property than at
ordinary times. It is, however, a con-
dition of things that citizens of the coun-
try cannot fail to deplore. How long it
may now last who can venture fo predict !
If the crisis could be am readily cured by
a decree as the State of Siege is declared
wo should have reason to rejoice, but we
fear the crisis as yet shews signs that in-

spire distrust rather than bope.

FRESH RUMORS.
The semi-official papers may not be
always well-informed, but if there be any
truth in the rumor set afloat yesterday
that the Government is about to suspend
the service of the Foreign Debt we shalj
decidedly support the Finance Minister
in such a resolution. Not so in the pro-
posal, also mentioned in the Censor, to
issue 100 millions of shinplasters, whick
would" inflict a great amount of loss and
suffering on the public, £
We have been for some time convinced
that the Republic, in the present deplora-
ble condition of affairs, is utterly unable to
meet the ordinary service of the public
debt, especially of that portion called the
Forvign Debt, the coupons of which latter
have to be met in gold.;lt would be, mean-
time, havdly fair to put European bond-
holders on a worse footing than the holders
of Internal Debt, Hence the most equit-
able measure to adopt would be to pay all
Lolders of home or foreign debt 25 per
cent., or if possible 33 or even 50 per
cent. of the interest (stopping all amorti-
zation) to which they are entitled. Debts
in gold to be paid in gold, and those in
paper to be paid in paper,
By reducing the service of the debt to
26 per cent. the Government would be
spared the necessity for iseuing 100 million
shinplasters. The whole of the present
crigis is the result of ““watering’’ the cur-
reney, and if this deadly policy be again
resorted to, the consequences will be more
terrible than any of us can foresee. Society
is already shaken to its foundations, by
the flagrant violation of economic laws.
The first step towards restoring order
must be the reform ofjthe currency. A
fresh issue of 100 millions would cause an
earthquake in the commerce of Buenos
Ayres.
P.8.—Up to the hour of going to press
we have been unable to find any confir-
mation for the rumor of another impend-
ing issue. Heaven preserve us from so
great a calamity !

WHAT NEXT ?

So many private citizens during the
last two or three years have expounded
plans and theories to cure the crisis that it
is not surprising if the Cabinet Ministers
have abandoned all hope of remedy from
that quarter. The Cape Virgin gold-fields
wereat one time looked to asa certain
care, Then the Tucuman sugar-planta-
t.ons inspired still greater expectations
Next came the unfortunate Centros Agri-
colas, the still more dreadful Free Banks,
and other mad schemes that caused
calenlable mischief.

Some few theorists have not yet been
annihilate |, and among them the worst are
those who maintain that a fresh issue of
shin-plasters is requisite twive a year, te
impart to commerce a suitable impulse,
and to foment the starving industries of
the 13 Upper Provinces,

It would be indeed a miracle if any of
the mad schemes had produced the lea st
beoefit, But their failure does not dis-
eourage new promoters of the national
welfars from offering Minister Lopez the
contingent of their abilitics. The Minister
knows very well what tremendous quag-
mires we have been plunged in by the ex-
periments of the last 5 years.

Half the projects so greedily taken up
and loudly applauded were started by men
who knew as much about Economy as they
did of Hebrew. It hasbeen said, as some
excuse, that this is an exceptional country;
there seems to be no doubt on this point,
for the present is an exceptional crisis.
Perhaps in the last 200 years no country
in tho world has sustained such a convul-
gion of the currency, such a monetary ug-

It
will be remembered that Dr. Acton was
physician to the King of Naples when
Lady Hamilton and Lord Nelson incurred
such odium by the hanging of Prince (ia-
roffolo, the Neapolitan admiral ; and for
this cause soue English writers spoke
harshly of Dr. Acton. We are unable to

If we are not mistaken the father of the
gentleman now deceased was likewise an
admiral, and for some years held the port-
folio, under King Victor Emmanuel, of
