LATEST FROM ENGLAND.,
London, Feb. 19.

In the House of Commons yesterday,
Sir H. James moved the Second Reading
of his Bill for the amendment of the Fac-
toryand Workshops Act of 1878, The
Bill contained provisions in reference to
the sanitary condition and ventilation of
factories, the safety of the operatives in
the event of fire, their protection from in-
Jury in consequence of dangerous machi-
nery,and a Clause giving them an oppor-
tunity of festing the rate at which they
were paid for their work,
The Home Secretary criticised the mea-
sure, and explained the provisions of his
Bill, which had been issued earlier in the
day.
A long and interestingg discussion ter-
minated in the Bill being read a second
time without dissent.
A Governmental Decree has been issued
on all the Austrian Railways, ordering
that only Austrians or Hungarians are to
be employed in the service, and that fo-
reigners are to be removed from their
places within one year, Similar Decrees
were issued during the war of 1866 against
the Prassians in the Austrian Railway ser-
vice ; but this is the first occasion in times
of peace that a General Order
foreigners, without discrimination, has
been given out,

against

This action is said to
arise from the fact that Germany, Ron-
mauia, Servia, Russia,and other countries
have removed many Austrians from their
railway service, for whom room must be
made in their native country; but the
measure has decidedly a political signi-
ficanca,

The Hungarian Minister of Public Wor.
ship yesterday announced, in the Lower
Chamber of the Diet, his intention to re-
move the See of the Prince Primate of
Hungary from Gran to Budapesth, the ca-
pital of the country, and stated that steps
have already been taken in that direction.
It is statod that the TownCouucil of Bada-
pesth will be eager to present the Primate
with a site for a new Palace.
