sixteenth year, By article 60 of the Bel-
gian Constitution, the fermale members of
the royal familyj and their descendants
are excluded for ever and ever from the
throne.

£200,000, as a guarantee for the due fulfil-
ment of its ferms,

The Directors have thought it proper to
make the Agreement conditional upon the
approval of the Shareholders being given
by Special Resolution, but they entertain
no doubt that the Shareholders will una-
nimously approve of the action which the
Board has taken.

The terms of the proposed Agreement
are that the goodwillof the business of the
