The gold market ruled dull and heavy
this morning. The requirements of tha
seltlement, the bulk of which fell on
the market to-day, did not amount to
much and the speculation was top-
heavy. About four hundred thousand
dollars changed hands for cash at the
first ring ; the premium opened at 18554,
rose to 187%, and fell to 1837, closing
price. Operations for to-morrow did
not amount to much, closing at 183497,
Small amounts were sold for lhe end of
December as high as 185.50% premium,
but the market closed at 181.50%4.

Patriotic Bonds were weak at 73.70 1o
73.30 for cash. Internal Bonds were
steady at 68. Catalinas were aclive but
prices were weak. Municipal Consols
fell to 67.50, closing at 68. La Plala
Cedulas were a shade firmer at 32.20 to
32.10.

Exchange was slightly firmer lo-day,
but little business was reporled. Dis-
counts were easy.

The removal of the London and Bra-
zilian Bank from ils old quarters in
Calle San Marlin, facing Collet and
Llambi’s auetion mart, to Lhe swell pre-
mises in Calle Piedad, alongside the
Bolsa and facing lhe Bruuswick, was,
as we announced in our last, the event
of the day yesterday, and to-day the
Bank was crowded with friends who
called upon Mr. Ennor, the talented
manager, Lo congratulate him on his
new premises. Times have so much
changed in Buenos Ayres that Calle
San Martin has ceased to bhe a banking
street. Auclioneers, book sellers and
tailors have invaded that street. Dur-
ham bulls, Lincoln rams and Clydesdale
sires for the last year stood around the
portals of Mr. Ennor's Bank. It was as
much as a man’s life was worlh often-
limes to getinto the London and Bra-
zilian Bank to pay a bill or deposit

money. Since Llhe smash-up of the
Provincial Bank, Calle San Martin
has ceased to be a banking sireet,

and Mr. Ennor does perfeclly right
in moving out. He is now in the very
centre of the banking circle ; round the
corners of either side in Calle Recon-
quista are banks of all calibre and all na-
tionalities. The five corner sile facing
the Carabassa building of the London and
River Plale belongs to Mr. Ennor's
Bank, but it will take years to build on,
Beside him is Moore's corner, now
the stately new English Bank of the
River Plate ; further up street is the
German Bank, and then comes the great
Banco de la Nacion, in bye gone and
happier days the far-famed Tealrode
Colon. In front is the Nuevo Bance
Italiano that in point of architecture
(but not capital) beals all the other
Banks in town; behind it is the New
Bank Clerks hotel, which will soon be
finished ; then comes the old offices
of Sam. B. Hale and Co., now rented as
offices ; next follow the magnificent
banking offices of that firm, and
then comes the sile bought by Mr. Car-
rington in lhe very depths of last year's
crisis for the British Bank of South
America, which has yet to be built on.
When Mr. Thurburn builds his galeria,
similar to that in Milan, he will have his
two establishments al the street corner
uniled; but the old Obligado house in
Calle Reconquisla also belongs Lo the
London Bank and will yet be used to en-
large their premises. The German Bank,
at su'csent in half the house of the Bread
and Butter Club, now goes to Terrero's
house where is the French Bank—
£28,000 paid by the Germans for the pre-
mises. Seedorf’s Bolica, we hear, is
in the market, and will, as soon as
things come round, be turned into &
bank. Then comes the Spanish Bank,
the grealest banking success of the
day 35 millions in deposils—and the
cheapesl discounts, according to the
brokers, to be had here. In front
is the New English Bank of the
River Plate. Mr. Jones has received
an offer of £30,000 for the building, but
declined; he asks £50,000, and will pro-
bably get it too. The Inlervenlor's
house, Dr Costa’s, is a palace,jbutiit is all
occupied. Ochoa’s house now belongs
to the French Bank, and right at the
corner, facing the Merced, is Mr. Ha-

riot,s Bank, the  Britlish Bank
