SUNDAY OBSERVANCE.

Al the Church Congress at Folkestone
held last month the Bishop of Gibraltar,
the Right Rev. Charles Sanfords, D.D.,
said :—

Another great hindrance to the work
of our Church in some places abroad is
tbe lax observance of the Lord’s Day.
Speaking generally I should say that
Sunday is as well observed by our coun- {
trymen on the Continent as it is at home
The services in our churches al Gihral-
tar, in Maita, on the Riviera, in Italy
are atlended by numerous and devout
worshippers. Bul in places where Eng-
lishmen sellle for purposes of business,
they not unfrequently fall into careless
habits, forget the godly usages and tra-
ditions of th eEnglish Sunday, and adopt
the practice of the counlry in which they
are sojourning. While their wives and
children altend public worship, they
themselves devote the day lo business
or amusement. They may be clerks

in an office, where their employers
keep them all the morning at their

desks; or theymay he representatives
of mercantile companies in England,
which issue Lheir telegrams when the
offices close on Saturday afternoon and
these telegrams demand immediale at-
tenlion on Sunday morning. The ma-
nagers of these companies at lhome
probably themselves maintain the sacred
characler of the day, and accompany

they forget Lhat the privileges of the
Sunday as a day of rest and worship are
the right of the servant as well as of the
masler, of the clerk or agent abroad as
well as of his employers in England.

This being the weekly seitlement, the
demand for cash gold was strong, in
fact stronger than expected, and the
precious metal ran short, lhe premium
advancing above last night’s clesing
rate.

Over half a million dollars
crxangud hands for cash at the first ring;

182/ in a very steady market. Three
hundred thousand dollars were sold for
the end of the month; the premium
opened at180%4, fell to 179°/, rose to
1829/, and closed at 181%/—one point in
backwardalion. A small business was
done for the end of January at 178%to
18024 premium, closing at 17854, two
points henealh the closing rale for the
end of the month. Operations during
the first ring amounted to 13 million dol-
lars; the market ruled very steady and
firm all morning ; fair amounts changed
hands for next Salurday and the 15th
inst: the settlement on the latter dale
promises to be of some importance.
Patriolic Bonds fluctvated between
73.70 and 73.80. Internal Bonds were
very dull at 68. Municipal Consols
were neglected at 68.50. La Plata Ce-
dulas improved to 28.30 and 2840, but
the Bonos of the Bank fell to 18.80° of
their face value. The cheques of the
Provincial Bank were quoted at 38%]
discount and those of the National Bank
at 13%/ discount.
Exchange continued weak this morn-
ing ; the rate was quoted at &7id. on
London and 4.99 fes. on Paris; the
situation is anything but firm. Dis-
counts were no longer quite so easy and
brokers reported a tightening tendency.
