THE RIVER PLATE CABLE.
DIARY OF THE EXPEDITION.
 SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF THE WORK. -

Another trinmph of scientific skill,
another work of progress for Buenos
Ayres, Lias been achieved in the laying
down of the River Plate sub-marine
electric’ cable. Before entering upon
the diary of the expedition, we may
e permitted to premise some general
remarks about the enterprise in ques-

tion. » n

The great trade between Buenos
Ayres and Montevideo had long
caused to be felt the want of electric
communication, and about ten years
ago a concession was obtained by the
late M. Bertonnet, which,however, was
“gllowed to lapse. In 1864, Messrs,
Proudfoot and Gray, of Rio Grande
and Montevideo, revived the project,
procured the legislative sanction and
got up a private company with a capi-

“tal of some £150,000 sterling. - The
indefatigable Baron de Maui had
made sundry ineffectual efforts to get
the enterprise into his hands, a signi-
fcant sign of the good prospects it
offered. . The concession by Congress
gives no guarantee ou the capital, but
simply a right of monopoly for 16
yegrs. The Co. entrusted the contract
to the "world-renowned firm of Hen-
° ley of Woolwich, who proceeded to
manufacture thé cable, &c., aud in
two -months, completed everythibg
-ready tor shipment for the River
Plate. Mr. Oldham and staff arrived
here last February and pushed for-
ward operations with such activity a8
ta finish- the land-line in B. Oriental
(132 miles) in 6 months. The Corne-
lia -Henrietta, Capt. Lobb, arrived
with the cable on' the 26th. ult. bring-
ing also several experiénced men,
ircluding Mr. Felstead engineer of the
cable and Mr. Furze electrician. Mr.
Hughes, resident Director of the Co.,
experienced some difficulty in procur-
ing steamers to aid inlaying the cable,
but at last secured the Iron King -and
_ the Castor at £100 sterling each per
diem. ¥t was arranged to start for
the great work on Monday, 8th inst.
at 7 a.m., and from this date we shall
begin our diary— o

———

1st Day—Monday Oct. 8th.
Readezvous onthe mole-head at 7
am., Iron King has no steam up, she
-should have been alongside the Cor-
pelia at daybreak. - Weather very
rough. Captain Gastaldi of the-Iron
. King comes ashore and says he can-
not start till the aftornoon. Mr. Hughes
fixes 4 p.m. as the hour to embark.
At that hour, the weather being calmer,
we are again ready, when the Veloz
arrives from Colonia with Mr. Felstead
and Mr. Petty, who say they were

anable to lay down the buoys from

H.M. gunbozat Doterel, owing to rough
weather. Mr. Petty leaves by stea-
mer for Montevideo to meet the
British mail-steamer, and we .have to
send for Mr. John Straw to sapply his
piace: the latter isa pilot of 44 years
gtanding. ‘At 7 p.m., having secured
our new pilot, we are at last ready
and proceed on board the Iron.King,
which gets under weigh for the cable-
ghip in the outer roads, but after pro-
ceeding a few hundred yards one of
the pistons of the air.pump gets bro-
ken, and we are completely brought
to a stand-gtill. Mr. Felstead goes
ashore at 9 p.m. to advise the Castor
of our mishap, thatshe may come in
the morning to take us out and tow
the Cornelia down to Ensenada. . It
seems the cause of our disaster arises
from the engincers of the vessel having
been dismissed ‘yeaterday, and two
Frenchmen put in their place, the lat-
ter not béing quite conversant with
the machinery. .

The gentlemen in chargo of the en-
terprise are of the highest standing
and experience : R

Mr. Oldham has Deen some fifteen
years at the profession, having served
in every department, both in subma-
rine and overland lines; he was chief
engineer for Mr. Henley’s land and
underground contracts,and also form-
ed part of the staff of the Atlantic
Cable of 1865. The Company has
evidently great confidence in' him,
having entrusted him with the chief
direction of affuirs -and permanent
management of the enterprise. . ’
Mr. Felstead has seen much and va-
ried service in submarine telegraphs,
viz., the first Atlantic cable of 1858,
the Malfa and Alexandria line, the
Algiers and Toulon, the Sicily and
Malta, the Corfu and Ancona, the
Red Sea, the Persian Gulf, &ec., be-
sidesstwo in Sweden, three.in France,
and other minor ones. He is superin-
tendent in Government contracts for
the great house of Sir Charles Bright
and Latimer Clark, baving.got six
months leave of abszence for the pre-
sent enterprise.

Mr. Furze, who has-also had much
general experience in electrical bran-
ches of the service, and contributed
largely totheleading scientificjournals
of the day, ‘was commissioned by the
engineers to remain in England dur-
ing the construction of the cable, and
see that it was made according. to spe-
cification. = He now assumes the post
of district superintendent for Buenos
Ayres. -

Mr. Heritage served as assistant
superintendent of the Scottish district
of the International Electric Tele-
graph Co., and has seen much hard
service in the Banda Oriental during
the construction of the line to Colo-
pia. On the conclusior of the line,
he will remain in the very responsible
charge.of the cable -and land line at
Colonia. e

Mr. G. Smith. was Manager of the
United Kingdom Telegraph Office at
Newcastle—an important station in-
volving very high trust—he is one of
the most expert readers of the day,
and can decipbor by sound any mes-
gage, of whatever length, faster than
any clerk in Buenos Ayres can write
it: he will be chief at Montévideo. -
Mr. Vick has a good practical kngw-
ledge both of land and saubmarine
lines; he has seen much foreign ser-

The cable foremen are all of great
experience, baving served under Mr.
Felstead for several years, in various
countries. "

Our diary for the first day ends here
—in the roadstead of Bnenos Ayres—
with the city and its thousand lights
seen in the distance. We have been
retarded a day by the unforeseen
casuslties mentioned above, but it
seems the inevitable fate of all great
enterprises to meet with obstacles at
the outset, and although ours may not
'yet be wholly overcome, we shall start
at daybreak .for Ensenada to com-
mence operations, and; trust t!::at
Heaven will aid the efforts of well-
directed skill to carey out this glorious
undertaking.

2nd DAy, Tuesday, Oct. 9th.

At 6 a.m. the Castor is seen prepar-
ing to leave port, and soon after steers
out with the launches in tow: leaving
the launches near the Boca light, she
comes around to us. Captain Davis
boards us and declares his steamer
canpot tow both the Cornelia and the
lunnches: it is arranged that the Cor-
nelia must wait till the Iron King be
repaired, probably a work of seven or
eight hours, and the Castor shall at
once start for Punta Lara, leave the
launches there, and cross over to Co-
lonia. Capt. Gastaldi . went ashore
at sunrise with the broken piston.
Messrs. Hughes and Coghlan return
ashore. Messrs, Felstead and Smith
come with us in the Castor: we start
at 8 a.m., pick up the launches and
bhend onr- course towards Ensenada.
1t is a lovely morning and bigh tide:
we soon pass the highlands of Quilmes,
and thé coast stretches away in a long
line S.W. : . .

The Castor is & tiny little steamboat
with stern-wheel, and it i8 a wonder
how she ever made .the passage out
from England. The launches were
built for Baron Mané, in this country,
each ahout 70 tons burthen, with.
plates on_the sides, and seem very
snitable for the business in band.

By noon we arrive off Point Lara,
and moor the launches, leaving four
men in-them. At 1 p.m. start for Co-

At 4 minutes past 9, we launch the
first buoy, being now 10 miles from
shore, in 4 fathoms of water.” The
buoy is slipped out with the greatest
ease and elegance, ‘riding from its
moorings with its flag gaily kissing
the morning breeze: we leave it be-
hind and continue our course. Mean-
time the gunner’s:mate and corporal
of marines call up thejr men for drill;
the first puts’ his boys through the
single-stick exercise; the corporal
drills his men with the Enfield rifie,
while othersare cleaning the penderous
Armstrong guns. The vessel exer-
cised her guns yesterday in front of
Colonia: one is an Armstrong 110-
pounder, another 40-pounder, and two
brass 24-pounders smooth-bore. Every-
thing on boaid is in apple-pie order,
and officers and men are & worthy
sample-of the British navy?

At 56 minutes past 9, having goune
4 miles, we drop ‘the 2nd buoy, in 6
fathoms of water, at 14 miles from
Colonia, or nearly in. the middle of
the river. We can now descry the
Cornelin Henrietta towed by the Iron-
King in the direction of Punta Lara,
the former flying: the - Montevidean
flag from her fore-peak, the signal
agreed on. The Castor is. also in
sight. ‘ o .

At 11 minutes past 11, we drop
the 3rd buoy, 4 miles from the last, in
4 fathoms of water, with Mr. Bell’s
house at Punta Lara bearing.S.S. W,
about 6 miles off, making the distance
94 miles across from land to land. The
3 buoys are in a straight line, as the
crow flies. )

In 20 minutes we come up with the
cable-ship. at anchor, 4 miles from
shore in 18 feet of water. The Corne-
lia was an old Dutch East-Indiaman,
and ber lofty masts and_sglid timbers
give ber an ynpgsing appearance: she
has been ‘much stramed by the cable,
a dead-weight of 500 tons amidships,
and ber deck shews a decline of se-
veral inches.. She ran much rigk in
crossing the Atlantic, and met very
bad-weather off Rio, when she asked
a Brazilian vessel to stand Ly her, but
the other cleared out -in ‘the night, sus-
pecting her for a corsair. Capt. Lobb
is an experienced seaman -und effi-
cient commander, ably seconded by
Mr. -Aicheson and a crew of 25 men.
We find on board Messrs. Hughes,
Coghlan, Talbot &c. The Iron King

in a couple of miles from here, coming
up tbis morning to take her position
at this place. The -cable-ship draws
nearly 18 feet of water. The Castor
had to supply the Iron King this morn.
ing with coals.

‘The cable is neatly coiled in an iron
tank 30 feet in diameter by 10 in
depth, in 53 coils of 4 a mile each, be-
ing 26} miles: long and weighing 413
tons, all in one piece, Jtis the hea-
viest cable ever made, being in pro-
portion 8 times as heavy and 11 times
as strong as the present Atlantic
cable. The tank beld also 80 tons of
water to keep the cable cool, but it is
now dry, and we can see the skill of
Mr. Henley’s men even in the manner
in which tho cableis coiled, The pay-
ing-out and picking-up gear is & .won-
der of its kind, and was specially ma-
nufactured for the purpose, the shaft
being 7% inches diameter, and larger
than that used for the big cable in the
Great Eastern: it’ is acfriple appara-
tus, ean pay out the cable at one, two,
or four miles per hour, is furnished
with'a patent indicator, and weighs
over 5. tons. Theé centrifugal pump
can throw out 4,000 gallons a minute,
and it is eertain that on the oceasion
when the vessel sprang a leak, it was
this which saved hor. .

- My, Purze invites us to the testing-
room, where he displays his marvels
of electricity: the batterles, gutta-
percha tubes, and scientific apparatus
defy our power of deseription.  Suflice
it to say that the most improved pie-
ces of electric mechanism are here,
including those used on the Gyeat
Eastern in laying the ocean .cable:
the Galvanometer is the most delicate
instrument ever . invented, the needle
varying at the mere touch of your fin-
ger on the puter mahogany case: it
is no less minute than sensitive, and
ghews a power in resistance of 1 in 350
millions. Tlre Morsc instrument is al-
most as wonderful, writing its .mes-
gage on a tape of paper: it ctommunit-
cates with 50 battery-cells, which
pumber may be increased to 200 for
the purposes of testing, The appara-
tus can be worked with case at the
rate of 30 words a minute, o

4th DAY, Thursday, Oct. 11.

Five a.m. The Doterel’s'men- come
aboard ; Mr. Hill gets his machinery
again under-~weigh, and at 550 we
resume the paying out of the cable.
The work continues briskly at seven
revolutions per minute, each revolu-
tion giving six yards of cable: at
geven o’cléck we bave three and a
quarter miles, and-at 9.15 the shore
end is all lodged in thelaunches. The
Casfor comes alongside; the-engineers
and - captains .agree on their program-
me of operations; the ropes and haw-
sers are duly settled; the launches are
attached to the stern of the Castor.
‘At 10.30 we embark. in the latter
steamer. - The hearts of all beat high
"with anxious bope, and it is & moment
of joyful ‘suspense. The morning sun
shines’ gladly upon us, and the little
tlotilla here assémbled; off theSantiago
bank, looks with longing eyes to the
placid shores of Ensenada, from which
we can see the flagstaff flying its
signal. Captain Davis gets on the
bridge, with Mr. Gore steering; M.
Coghlan takes command in the first
launch,and Mr. Felstead in the second.
The Irop King is ordered to-go ahead
‘of us ahd. keep near in case she be
wanted. The officers of the Doterel
‘wave their caps as the clear command:-
ing voice of Mr. Felstead calls ont
<ahead slow,’ and the cable begins at
ten minutes past eleven to pay out
from the stern of the second launch.
‘A -cheer from the Cornelia, and the
‘bunting is run up to salute the auspi-
cious moment: she flies the Oriental
flag from the fore, the Henly Telegraph
dag from the main, the Argentine from
tlhe mizen, and the British ensign from
the' mizen-peak. At this moment we
iee the Italian war steamer Ercole pass
slose to our third buoy,en route for' M.
Video: she will wonder to see 8o many
vessels in this out-of-the-way place,
with bunting and full of people. .The
expedition not being generally known,
the Ercole will suppose we are loading
borses for.the seat of war.. Qur mis-
gion is a nobler and more pacific one..

We advance steadily for the shore,
gteering S.W.. half W,, thg flag:staff
bearing S.S.W., and the ¢urrent run-
ning three knots. All goes well, with-
aut stoppage, but a ‘kink’ occurred
‘about Seventy yards after starting,
from the men being as yet inexpert in
turning out theehd of the coil: it does
not affect the insulation of the cable,
but will bave to be taken up -and
spliced. We cannot now stop, as much
of the cable would We lost, but push on
steadily towards DPoint Lara. . At
12.40 we bave paid out #hirée and a
half miles, and stop ahout 500 yards
from the shore; the Iron King coming
to anchor in two fathoms of water
about @ mile from land. Commander
Thompson sendshis boat to takesound-
ings up- to seven feet; this being the
draught of the Castor, and we get in
witbin a couple of bundred yards. We
can see a borseman on the shore, and
a woman near the door of the house at
Punta Lara. A boat with an anchor
for a kedge is sent very ¢lose to land:
we get into the Doterel’s boat, while
tbe Castor casts anchor, and as the
water becomes shallow wé pull oOff our
boots and wade asliore at 2.30.

The telegraph encampment is sit-
nated in & clump of brushwood, under
the shade of some venerable omDa
trees, just above the beach, which is
sandy amd covered with ¢conchilla.’
We are about two leagues from En-
senads, and ean see the scattered white
houses near the green line of coast
terminating in the peach mount of
Point Santiago. Mr. Heritage and
bis men have four tents; with few
comforts, hut a host of scientific im-
plements;. a few dogs.act as sentries:
some quartersof mutton are hung from
the branches of an ombfi, boxes and
'pickaxes lie about, and the whole
place has a gypsey appearance. A
dozen telegraph pogts Bave been put
up, and the line will run ahnost
atraight bheuce tothe city= One of Mr,
Bell’s peones has come to lend two
borses; it is unfortunste he has not
Lrought us twenty: Mr. Hughes pre-
vails on bim, after mueh difficulty, to
sell us a bullock, as-we have 150 people
to feed. The Castor steams out for
the ship: it seems some tools have
been- left bebind on board,

At 3 o'clock the launch having pull-
ed with the kedge cloge in to shore, a
line is passed ashore to measure the
