'SUMMARY OF THE PACKET NEWS,

E litorial labors are at preseut
uninteresting, from the dearth of news
both at home and abroad. We turn,
however, to-day trom the lull in the
war in Paraguay, and from the ap-
parent dead-lock in the Presidential
question in this country, to take a
glauceat the packet ndws from Europe.

The depth of ‘winter is, when gene-

rally speaking, there is least stirring|

in Europe. Polities are not altoge-
ther torpid at that period ; on the con-
trary, it may be termed the hatching
geason of the events which see light
iu the spriug. :

The outward aspact of affairsin Eu-
rope is peaceful; compared with the
alarming- appearances during the late
antumn. But the reports of passeu-
gers by the packet, private Ielters'
odd paragraphs here aud there in the
Contineutal papers, ali agree in paint-
ing the present position of affuirs as
one of preparation. We are waiting
for the priucipal player’s next move.

Meantime there are seven m llions
of men’ under arms. The Papal Go-
vernment is raising an army of 30,000
men, in anticipation of the immediate
evacuation of Ilome by the French,
and a project is revived of again di-
viding the Peuninsula into” Northern,
Soutbern, and Papal Italy. Victor
Einmanuel, to defeat these Freunch
and Austrian machinations, the off-
spring of the treaty of Villafranca,
has wade a secret treaty with Berlin.

The efforts of the kingdom of Greece
to dcprive the Sultan of the Is-
land of Crete are likely to be success’
ful, througli the intervention of the
great powers, and some interesting
revelations concerning the Greeks and
their policy have beeu made by the

" Athens correspondent of the Times,
who blames the DBritish Government
for its neglect of tllxe" Cretan question,
at  time shen Russia is so active in
exciting the Christian populations of
the Turkish Empire.

THE WAR IN. THE NORTH.

(FROM OUR OWN CORESPONDENT.)

Corrientes, March 15, 1368.
Gentlemen, :

On the 10th we bad four packet ar-
rivals from Buenos Ayres: all came
loaded, and with full complements of
passengers. Every one conuected with
the. trade, hails with joy the advent
of Captain Hunter. The outrageous
price of 52 patacons for a four days’
passage has been reduced to balf that
suni.

On the 12th tbe Proveedor came in
with a goodly number of passengers.
‘Soon after the mail was delivered *a
regular run’ commenced on Cabal’s
bank. However, ways and means
were found to redeem the paper pre-
sented, as also to make good the called
for deposits. Now the proveedores
and ‘prominent capitalist do not re.
ceive the paper except for small
amounts; shopkeepers and other deal-
ers, as a general rule, make it a point
to keep aslittle as possibleof it in their
tills; but, as a matter of necessity,
they must take it, as there is no other
circulating. medium., If the present
system is persevered-in, the circula-
tion will very soon be contracted. As
it is, the paper is only current in this
city and its immediate vicinity, The
1paper of the Saunta I'¢ brauch, once
| as current as .a sovereign, NOW No one
will take. It has happened here, as
at every place flooded with a paper
currency, coin has in 2 great measure
disappeared. : )

THE STANDARD ABROAD,
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RAMBLES IN IRELAND.

MIDLAND ARD WESTERN COUNTIES.
Sligo, Feb. 4, 18G8.

On Friday morning I was a pas.
senger by the first train from the
Broadstone Terminus, bound for the
Irish Higblands. The weather looked
fine, the carriages (2nd class) were
very .comtfortable, and my fellow-
travellers, apparently agents for com-
mercial houses, gave me much infor-
mation about the country we passed
through. '

Emerging from the city, we sight
the modern “round tower" at Glas-
nevin which warks the resting-place
of the great O°Connell, and on the left
is the Phanix Park, extending over
1,700 acres, till it terminates near the
village of Tinglas. We passthe sta-
tion of Blanchardstown, with its con.
vent and school, and not far hence is
Castleknock, a ruin that dates from
tlie first Norman invaders of the 12th
century. )

The country between Clonsilla and
Lucan is diversified with wood and
water, and formerly belonged to the
great family of Sarsfield. but was con-
fiscated to the Binghams under Wil-
liam III, As we approach Leixlip, 8o
famous for its. “ Salmon-Leap,” the
scenery becomes strikingly beautiful,
and we discern the old castle built by
Fitz-Hereford, one of the settlers under
Strougbos.

At fifteen miles from Dublin we
reach Maynooth and its ecclesiastical
college. The ruined eastle of the
Fitzgeralds of the 15th century shows
the ravages of war and time. The
college was founded by the Irish Par-
liament, A.D. 1793, and consists of
two quadrangles’ with 215 rooms,
library, chapel, balls, &c.: there is
accommodation for 250 students. The
adjacent country belongs to the Duke
of Leinster, whose princely residence
is at Carton, about two miles on the
left.

Kilcock is well known for its horse-
races, and before reaching Enfield we
traverse the estate of Lord Cloncurry,
on ‘which there is an extraordinary
mound supposed to have been raised
in primeval times as a place of inter-
went, and adjoining it is an old church
in rnins. We cross the river Black-
water not far from Carbury Castle
with which the name of Wellesley (the
Wellington family) is associated. A
couple of miles beyoud Moyvalley we
cross the ¢ Boyne water” and enter
the County Meath. Then through Hill
of Down and Killucan inte West-
meath.

Mullingar, distant fifty miles from
Dublin, is a thriving market town,
being the centre of a rich grazing and
agricultural country of some half mil-
lion acres in extent. The town is built
on the River Foyle, midway between
two picturesque .lakes, called Lough
Owel and Longh Enwell. The Augus-
tinian friary of St. Mary was founded
in 1227, and some remaing of it are
still seen; but the town is now better
konown for its horse and cattle fairs.
There is a large infantry barrack, cap-
able of holding 1000°men. The Royal

to the wetropolis,

Skirting the banks of Lough Owel
we bave a charming view for some
miles : the water-is 330 feet above the
sea level, the ls_tke being five miles
long and surrounded by handsome
country-seats, At Multifarnbam we
see the ruins of a Franciscan abbey of
the 13th centary; the steeple, nearly
100 feet high, still remains. We now
approach Edgeworthstown, and this
reminds us of the-gifted Maria Edge
worth, so well known in the world of
literature, and of the Abbé Edgeworth,
who accompanied Louis XV to the
scaffold : the family settled here in the
time of Elizabeth, and the church
steeple, which is of iron, was evected
by the fatber of Miss Edgeworth.

Longford looks a busy, comfortable
place, and I learn from the commercial
travellers that it is a town of much
greater importance than Mullingar.
On the left of the ling is Castle Forbes,
residence of the Earl of Granard, and
the next station is Drumod, with fine
views of Loughs Bofin and Boderg
which are fed by the Shannon. The

pumerous gentlemen’s seats &ill we
reach Drumsna.

We cross the Shannon near Cairick,
the county town of Leitrim, and enter
on the * plains of Boyle,” a district of
great fertility. -The last of the bards,
Carolan, is buried at Kilbronan, near
Boyle, A.D. 1741, There is 1 fine old
Gothic abbey at Boyle, and a respect-
able family of the same name as the
Editors of the Standard, long estab-
lished in the town. I am frequently
asked if I belong to this family, who
are botter kuown here than any of
their namesakes. Then Ballinafad,
and tbe dismantled castle of the
M‘Donogh’s, are reached after crossing
the Curlew mountains: legends of
battles aod romauce are connected
with the locality. Lough Arrow is a
handsome sheelg of water, and thénce
to Colloony, near which is Colone!
Cooper’s seat of Markree Castle, which,
with its cromlechs and drauidical re-
mains, calls for a passing notice.
