THE FRAUDULERT COUPONS.

There is no country in the world

. where the doctrine ‘‘caveat emptor”
should be more clearly defined than in

the River Plafe. Documents the most

sacred—contracts the most binding—

paper the most negotiable are all ap-

parently void, voidable and invalid at|.

the will of the debtor, at least, if we
are to pay attention to some of the
writers of the press. Some limit must
he put to this undefided state of com-
mercial Iﬁw, and the fraudulent emis-
sion of the foreign coupons,many years
past discovered in the Government
House, and now made public, will, al.
though it increase the public debt by
millions at least, secure to us one
blessing, by defining the responsibility
of governments to the publie.

So thin is the line to be drawn be-
tween a legal quibble aud the most
flagrant repudiation, that the very
best thing for the!public in such mat-
ters, is to thoroughly ventilate it.

The swindle at the Government
House, and the liability of the coun-
try for the debts thereby incurred,
must be clearly understood before dis-
cnssed, v :

Owing to the repeated civil wars in
this country, claims for losses and

damages arising therefrom, by foreign- |

ers of English, French and other na-
tionalities, were presented- to the Ar-
gentine Governwnent Ly therespective
foreign ministers. - After due exami-
nation by the committees named,
certain claims were allowed, and the
Argentine Republic, not having funds
at its disposal to liquidate these
" amounts, a 1aw was passed authoriging
_the government to emit coupons for
the amount, with interest, payable at
certain stated periods. The office for
the transaction of this business was
created, and a special commision com-
-posed of the following parties: Mesars.
Pondal, Aranda and Garcia named
to attend to the discharge of thé trust,
-gign and iasue the coupons, pay Bame,
to the respective foreign Ministers,the

amount, &e.
These books, it was found necessary,
owing to thé extensive business of the

-1 office, to confide to the care of clerks,

who, when a claim was duly adjudged,

filled up the amount in a certain series
of conpens, payable at long and dis-
tant dates—thus a claim for one thou-
sand patacons usuilly mnged over g,
pemotl of 34 years, and for* feach p'w
ment or instalment a coupon wasg ' is-
sued. The signing of these numerous
coupons seems more to have been a
matter of form than avything else, by
the committee in question, and it is
stated (upon what authority we cannob
say,) that in order to facilitate busi-
hess, these conpons wers usunally sign.

ed in blank.

The extent of the fraud is not yet
known, but it is stated that, two years
ago, the National Governmeént discov-
ered that there had been an over issuo
of these coupons, by the fact that the
moneys set apart by Congress for their
payment were altogether insuflicient,
and, departing from thc strict line, the
Execative, in a moment of the most
reprebensible weakness, and after
bolding a cabinet council to decide
upon what course to adopt,—determin,
ed to pay the over-issued coupouns fall
ing due, out- of funds set apart by
Congress for other objects.

It is not neeccessary for our purpose
now, in order to clearly establish the
liability of the Government, to point
to the fact-that the Government, by
paying ‘the coupons of a debt, which
‘it knew at the time to have been frau-
dulently contracted, has not only le-
galized the fraud, but bas silenced
every question that might arise from
the.over issue. The authorities, on
the subject, are so extremely explicit,
that there is not. even the room for a
questioh. ad the Government mere-
ly concealed -its knowledge of the

fraud, it would have waived its right,

as has been decided in the case of
Alesander versus Vane 1, Mees and
Welsh 571, and Story says:—The
mere silence of a person will create an
implied liability, where it was his duty
to speak, in case ho intended not to
assume a personal responsibility, and
especially where his silence afforded a
material inducement to the contract.”
And again the same distinguished
aathority says:—* Thatif one of two
innocent persons must suffer a loss
and a fortiori, where one has misled
the other, be who has been the cause
of the loss must bearit.” [Teasdale ».
Teasdale, Sel. Cas: ch. 59.]

But the question cannot Le debated
upoun these points, since the payment

vernment, after the know]edge that
they were fraudulent, silences all such

Wae are prepared to admit that the
coupons were over issued by a fraud
of the clerks, that the Government
knew nothing of the matter until this
moment ; still, since the signatures to
the coupons are genuine, and the face
of the document has not been alter-
ed, the liability of the Government is
established as decided in the case of
Sagory and others, against the IHaar-
lem R. R. Co., one of the most import-
ant cases decided by the American
Courts, and carried by appeal to the
highest tribunals of the land.  As the
Haarlem R. B.
we give the case:

" Schuyler the President of the com-
pany, issued a numberot shares immen.
sely in excess of the capital, the shares
were duly signed and -issued with the
usual formalities, they were sold and
delivered on the stock exclmuge, and
in the hands of third parties before the
fraud was discovered. The company did
not adopt the line pursued by the Na-
tional Government, and knowingly pay
dividends on the fraudulent shares on
the contrary the instant the fraud was
detected they announced it, closed their
books and cautioned the public. Holders
of fraudvlent shares were not recogniz-
ed. They sued the compauy the law-
suit lasted for over 12 years, when:
after a Iuminous argument the high
Court of appeal unanimously decided
that the company should recognize the
shates as the signatures were genuine
and pay the loss.

Tho coupons in queqtron are nego-
tiable paper — they are payable to
bearer, and pass from hand to hand:
they may Dbe regarded in the same
light as bank notes, and can only
claim the same equities.

Is it to be supposed that because a
clerk of the Provincial Bank ot Bue-
nos Ayres, or of any of the banks of

Who cares whether the Government
has received full value for .these cou-
pons or not—they have been duly
signed by the proper parties—issued
by the proper oflice, and openly sold
in the market without the slightest
attempt atRecrecy. The law in cases
of negotiuble instruments presumes
them to be founded on a valuable con-
sideration in the hands of bona fide
purchasers— the law debars all [)10-l of
want of consideration.

Nothing however could be more ex-
plict, more to. the point than the case

such a decision. .
Thereis but oue line of conducc left’
for an honorable government to adapt,
namely to call iu all the coupons of
tho foreign dobt, cxamine the docu-
ments and recognize all that bear the
genuine signatures of its omcers, 1o
matter under what circumstances
emitted ; ‘the financial public has no
thing to do witls what transpires in
the ante-chambor of Government house.
It the exceutive thinks proper to em.
ploy swindlers as confidentinl clerks,
it must be prepared to take the con-
sequences, and not dare to augment
the fraud by unjustifiable litigation
based on miserable quibbling.

The Goverinment is to blame for hav-
ing such clerks in its employ, and it is
still more to blame for assnming the
payment of traudulently issued docu-
ments, knowing them to be such,
“Story says in speakingof frand *—

All
speculative enterprise is suspended,
and a fecling of doubt permeates the
public mind, Nobody knows what a
week may bring forth, and the majori-
ty of transactions.are necessarily from
hand to moutl, and ol a very limited
degree. - The great drawback, then,
to the renewal of confideace springs
froni the continued and aggravated
tension of political affairs. During
the past week some curt remarks of
the King of Prussia caused a panic on
the Paris Bourse, and the eflcct was
of siich a nature that thrse Ministers
of the Imperial Cabinet thought it
their duty to counteract its effcet.
They sent a “joint letter to the
Syndic of the Bourse, and. this allevi-
ating missive was stuck on the walls
to calm the agitated. nerves of 100 sen-
sitive speculators. This avowal of
confilence had, however, but slight
effect upon the commercial mind,
which was disposed to view matters in
a contrary light.

Apart from this aggressive and dis-
‘turbing state of aftairs, the crisis of
1366 had not quite exhausted its dis-
couraging influence, altbough it had
nearly arrived at its natural torm.
¢ What oceurred,” said the Governor
of the Bank of lngland at the haif-
yearly meeting of the proprictors on.
Thursday last, *in 1866 had been mis-
called a panic. It was a crisis ai'isinn'
from and following naturally upon tolo
wide an extension of credit, and this
crisis out of its convulsions pr’oduced a
pauic.
