DRAINAGE AND WATER-
SUPPLY.

Tho Water-works committee, . of
which Don Vicente Casares is chair.
man, having been directed by Gov-
ernment to examine and report upon
the Bateman project and the proposed
city improvements in general, drew
up last January a schedule of 14 que-
ries, soliciting explanations on as many
essential  points from Mr. Alfred
Moore [representative of Mr. Bateman),
the Topographic Department and
some eminent local engineers. The re-
plies, as may be imagined, are volu-
minous and too tedious for any but
scientific readers : we, therefore, con-
dense the whole matter at issue in as:
intelligible a form as we can.

The questions turned on three spe-
cial points :

1st. Would any risk arise to the
city from Bateman’s idea of turn-
ing the drainage into the River Plate?
2nd. Would the Edniburgh irriga-
tion system be preferable, and if so
how much land would be requisite?
3rd. Would it be better to take the
water-supply from Olivos ?

Mr. Alfred Moore’s reply is dated
February 10th. He says the Cloaca
Maxima of Mr. Bateman would hav
its mouth 3 miles beyond the Bocn,
bLelow the river-level even at low water.
The drainage could be no injury to the
city as the outpour would be only at
high water, when the current would
carry it down towards the sea, and al-
though it is said that bottles svhich

Quilmes have been washed up to Pa-
lermo, there is a difference between
the eftect of wind on objects lying on
the surtace, of the water and the effect
of current below in carrying things
downstream. Moreover, there would
be a distance of 11 miles “from the
mouth of the Cloaca to the point
abreast of Belgrano where Bateman
proposes to take the water-supply,
leaving no possible danger of contam-
ination.

Mr. Moore is rather averse to the
system of irrigation, as he doubts
whether any agriculturists could be
found™ to contract for taking the
drainage matter and putting up the
neeessary costly machinery, engines,
pumps &e.; besides, any neglect in
this particular would be dangerous to
public health, and in rainy seasons or
when reaping thejcrops the lands could
not receive the drainage, which would,
therefore, have to be turned into the
river, and thus the tunnel or Cloaca
would always be requisite. In case of
irrigation the area required for the
system would be a thousand cuadras
(4,000acres) for a population of 200,000
souls.  Bateman’s project provides
special drains for heavy rain-falls, to
prevent inundations or the flooding of
the ordinary conduits. As regards
water supply he considers the present
place (near the Gas-works) exposed to
contamination from the city and ship-
ping, and prefers to fix the ‘take’ from
abreast of Belgrano, instead of going
up higher towards the mouth of the
Tigre, where the water is not so pure.
The tunnel for conveying the water
from the river up to the Steam-engines,
will be of conerete or brick, 4 feet
diameter, suflicient to allow 16 million
gallons ‘to-be pumped up daily. An-
other tuunel or main-pipe of cast iron,
3 feet diameter, will extend from the
Engine-house up to tlie basin: or de-
posit, at the corner of Calles Rioja and,
San Juan, sufticient for 8 million gal-
lons daily ; another main-pipe of equal
size can be laid down afterwards. The

All the coast-line from Quilines to
Buenos Ayres would be uninhabitable
from the filth washed ashore on the
low lands and ‘bafiados’. On the other
land the Croydon, or Edimburgh sys-
tem, as now applied in the large towns
of England, as well as Paris, Brussels
and Milan, [and which Messrs. Hope
and Napier now pi‘opose for London] is
the most convenient, healthy and im-
proved mode yet known : it would re-
quireabout 450 cuadras for disinfecting
the drainage of our city. As regards
the water-supply Mr. Huergo is oppos-
ed to any change from the present
place. Dr. Frankland’s analysis of
the samples showed it to be of “excel-
lent quality” and superior to that taken
from Olivos. Moreover, the change
would cost £150,000, without giving
any advantage whatever. The purity
of the present water is shewn by the
fact that the samples sent to Dr-
Frankland were taken even when the
Saladeros were working at Barracas.
Meantime Mr. Huergo thinks the water
should be taken further out, where the
tiveris ten or twelve feet deep and at
least a jpile from shore, through a tun-
nel constructed for the purpose.

These are, in brief, the opinions for
and against Mr. Bateman’s plans, and
we certainly enlist ourselves with the
second. - No fresh ground has been
broken sinee Mr: .Coghlan’s elaborate
report and projects of city improve-
ments (published in our columns three
years ago), which seem in all essential
points to confirm the opinion of the
Topographic Department and Mr.
Huergo as above expressed. Mr.
Coghlan held up the Croydon system
as the best, shewed what a reduction
in mortality followed in those towns
where it was adopted, and suggested
the valley of the Riachuelo, below the
Convalecencia,, as the most. snitable
place for the irrigation or disinfecting
progress. The whole cost of the city
improvements, drainage, sewage, wa-
ter-supply, paving &e. was' estimated
by him at £970,000 sterling. His re-
port was printed aiid then forgotten.
Mr. Bateman afterwards came out on
a similar mission, made a very scien-
tific and detailed report of his view of
the matter, and -was handsomely paid
for his services. .

The Government and people of Bue-
nos Ayres are under no obligation,
expressed or implied, to accept any of
the projects yet presented. One thing
we do hope, that they will not accept
Mr. Bateman’s unless hoe modifiy it so
as to admit the Croydon irrigation
system. ~ If, as Mr, Moore supposes,
it will be diflicult to find proprietors
who will contract for the drainage and
put up the costly machinery, it will
suffice for the Municipality to purchase
or expropriate the bafiados below the
Convalecencia, erect tlie machinery,
and cary out all the works, as Mr.
Coghlan, doubtless, will be able to
shew. e

ADVENTURES OF MR. LEMOS.

Since the days of Ali Baba and the
40 thieves there has been nothing like
Santos Guayama, who seems to have
a special hatred to Custom-house_ofli-
cials and is now lroaming at large
from San Juan to Mcéndoza, and along
the Cordillera, with a band of 40 free-
booters armed with 8-barrel rifles. A
few days ago we published the won-
derful escape of Mr. Bates, Intendente
of Pozitos, who only escaped shooting
by a timely ransout. IFar more won-
derful and romantic are the adventu-
res ot Mr. Cicero Lemos, customs-re-
céiver at Uspallata, who tells his story
in these words.

«On the night of April Oth, the
Resguardo of Uspallata was crowded
with travellers. Mr. Villanueva of the
Transandine telegraph line, with his 3
assistants, and-agentleman named Va-
leriano Parody with his family had
arrived, as well s two troops of mu-|
les, under the charge of. arrioros'.
About 10 p. m. I and my 4 assistants
retired to sleep, there being about 30
men of us in the place, butin half an
hour I was aroused by shouts and
firing, while 8 men with lighted cand-
les and rifles levelled entered the
rancho.. Wehad revolvers, but thought
it better not to use them, and surrende-
red quietly, wherenpon they began to
thrash us with their flat swords until
the leader came in and announced

terrogated, but I gave a false name
and denied that I was the customs.
oflicial, although my comrades said I
was. He then called me a dishonest
man, and threatened to shoot me and
my men unless I paid up $3,000. We
pulled out all our money; it was only
%03, to which we added our silver
spurs, but the brigand chief declared
that we must pay ¥1,000 or be shot.
¢At the same time he asked how
many horses we had and sent to the
‘potrero’ to seize them. IDon Pascual
Suarez declared to him that we had
not so much as $1,000,-and induced
him to come down to %500: then Mr.
Villanueva lent me $150 to make up
the sum and I paid the ransom. Guay-
ama at once set us at liberty, ‘shook
hands with us, offored us his warmest
fricndslip and made us promise to
write to him. He told us to remember
him kindly and to be convinced that
the National Ministers at Buenos Ayres
were a pack of scoundrels. He said
he was going to Chile, but would
speedily return to hoist the flag of
Liberty. . :

“As he went away we felt like
mariners cast ashore on a desert is-
and. Our ponchos and spurs were
gone: the courtyard was full of horses
and gauchos, and as we prepared to
beat a hasty retreat Guayama’s second
in command, an ‘ill-looking ~rutlian,
rode up with some more gauchos and
charged my comrade Camilo with
having stolen a ‘tordillo’ horse from
him at the battle of Lagunas: he said
“tiehim down and finish him, my{boys”,
We saw that this tellow was going to
murderusall, and that the plank which
had saved us frow: shipwreck was
washed away.

“Don Pascual Suarez luckily told
Guayama of the difliculty we were in
and saved our lives. The brigands
then proceeded to take whatever arms
and jowellery the passengers had, but
did them no-injury and asked for no
monoey. I then esecaped with my com:
rades to a place of concealment.

“At 3 in the morning, there being
no noise, I conciuded the brigands had
gone, and repaired to the rancho where
1 found Suarez and his peon, who told
me Guayama was at the ‘corral’ picking
out the best mules. .

“ Before I had time again to escape,
two gauchos rode up and ordered e
to follow them. Guayama asked my
name, which I told him falsely as be
fore; whereupon he ordered me to
kneel down, and oune of his tollowers
standing by raised a rifle, At ‘that
awful moment I thought of my wife
and six children, destined -to die of
hunger and want, a§ all the. widows
and orphans of castom-officers do in
the pay of the National Government..
A sudden impulse urged me forward,
and when I was within ten paces of
the brigand I heard two shots behind
me, felt nothing, and rushed onwards
as fast as possible, but "unot without
twice falling before.I had run a hun-
dred yards. Two more shots grazed
me, but on I ran, and I could hear a
fusillade of rifles and revolvers in my
rear.

“Then a horse’s hoofs in the pursuit,
and turning round I saw auvother ban-
dit close upen me. Vaulting over a
wall I fell into a ditch, just asa flash
and the whirr of a bullet told me of
fresh danger. I lost my breath, and 3
more shots followed, but none hit me.
Ruuning along the grass I stumbled
and felt; a brigand thrust a revolver
into my face, bnt I grappled with himn
for the weapon. Then he drew a dag-
ger to give me the coup de grace, my
eyes grew misty, I fell powerless, and
begged him to take me before his lea.
der. While he was taking me back
anotherdrunken gaucho rode up,sword
in hand, and swore at my captor for
not having killed me right off, raising
his sword to do so. The vision of my
wife and 6 childrer abandoned by the
National -Government again rose to
my eyes, I took to my heels, and two
more shots followed .in my rear. I
had run over a thousand yards and
saw my pursuerson horgebak trying to
cut me off' from the neighboring thic-
ket, but Iran for my lite 500 yards
more, and escaped. 1t all seems to me
now like a horrid dream, but 1 hope

SAN JUAN TO CHILE.

REPORT ON THE PASO DE LOS PATOS.

Rio de los Patos,
April 4th.

e have been uow six weeks explor-
ing in the depths of the Andes, and
have experienced fine weather through-
out, although the season is rather
advanced. Nothing could be moro
successful than the results of the ex-
pedition; the new pass we have dis-
covered south of Los : Patos -is 3,500.
feet lower than the old one, and fully
a thousand feet less elevation than the
Planchon, which has alivays been re-
puted the lowest in the Cordillera, It
offers every facility fora first-rate car-
riage road,andeven arailway would not
be difficult, but we have notnow
time or appliances- to make surveys
for the latter. .

The new Pass opens up, also, splen-
did mineral resources, for we stumbled
on one gold and two silver mines in
the same day without looking for them.
We found, moreover, about 500 fossils
and 50 ammonites, although geclogists
have often said that the existence of
such was impossible in Andineregions.
In making a railway the only want
would be timber for sleepers, but there
is an abundance of marble, chalk,
brushwood, pasture and good water,
everywhere. -
~ If the new Pass be opened for trat-
fic it will enable the ‘arrieros’ to make
quick aud easy journeys: the only
part at all exposed is a stretch of about
20 miles, and even here there is not
much snow. We are very badly off
for mules, and I have had to hire some
at my own expense, Provisions also
run short, owing to frequent acci-
dents; in passing one precipice no
fewer than six mules rolled over, with
their baggage, into an abyss of 300
feet. The work is so dangerous that
we have twenty hair-breadth escapes
daily. .

The scenery i3 most picturesque.
The elevations we havegto surmount
are not extraordinary, but the placing
of the ‘theodolytes often embarasses us
considerably. = Before long, however,
we shall have the satisfaction of pub-
lishing a new Map of the Andes,which
will astomish the world and especially
tho people of San Juan that for 200
years have carried on traflic with
Chile by a dangerous pass of 15,660
feet in-height, when 4 leagucs furtlier
South there exists a pass only 12,2001t
high, of easy transit and comparative-
Iy safe from snow-storms almost all
the year round. i

A TICHBORNE CASE IN
TURKEY.

There is in London a young Turk
abont twenty-five years of age. [Ile
calls himself Mustapha Djelad Bey,
and he claims to be the son of his
[Tighness the late Kibrisli Mchemet
Pasha, ex-Grand Vizier, and tormerly
the Sultaw’s Bnvoy at the.Court of
St. James. The claimant has entrust-
ed his cuse to a firm of Baglish solici-
tors, and it will be prosecuted by Bng-
lish counsel at Constantinople. 1lis
claim to the property of Kibrisli Me-
hemet Pasha is. based on the follow-
ing statement—tor which, of course,
we do not vouch in any particular:—
In 1810 Kibrisli Pasha married the
widow of & Buropean physician of Cou:
stantinople, and had by herk danghter
and @ sou.  The son was born in 1517,
at the time that his Ilighness was
Governor of Belgrade, in Servia. The
birth of the heir was celebrated with a
considerable display of rejoicing. In
the vear 1343 the Pasha was sent to
the British Court as the Sultan’s re-
presentative.  During his absence the
child Djehad beeame seriously ill, and
his mother, Melek Khanum, suftered
much anxiety on his account. The
loss of her only Loy would have been
for her a very serious matter, since
the Pasha might be induced to marry
again.  Accordingly Meclek Khanum
had 2 consultation with a woman of
the name of Fatmah—deseribed as the
lady steward of her harem—and decid-
ed on averting the dreaded evil by
feigning that she was about to give
birth to another ¢hild; and to carry
out this deceit achild was to be bought
or borrowed. This was.done; and
the Pusha (who was then in Londou)
in due time received the news that
Heaven had blessed him with another,
boy. But things did not turn out al
togetlier according to  expectation’
The firstbornrecovered from his iliness
The woman Fatmal and oune of the
cunuchs, named Beshir, made use of
the secret of the borrowed child, and
dictated to  their mistress and the
whole household. But when they had
achieved this, they began to contend
between themselves for absolute supre-
maey ; the Pasha’s wiie (it is said) all
this while playing a very humble part
—the part of one who had put herself’
eutirély at the merey of others. In
viin Melek Khanum tiied to appease
the contending parties, and restore
order to the house. Failing altogether
in this, she asked the intervention of
the Pasha’s man of business, - Reshid
Eftendi, who, however, took it all very
lightly, as a womaw’s quarrel, There-
upon Mdme. Kibrisli resolved to dis-
miss Fatmah, at the same tune quiet-
ing the ennuch by gifts of money. A
little while afterwardsy, during-a-recep-
tion given at Mdme, Kibrisli's resi-
dence, he was smothered in his bath.
Mdme, Kibrisli was charged with im-
plication in the murder, but the accu-
sation was not substantinted.  While
the trial wax going on the Pasha was
summoned from London, and hastened
to Constantinople. On bis arrival
there he found affairs in a hopeless
state of imbroglio. and he divorced
hiz wite. This done, the uestion of
legitimaey of his children arose, there
being a natural suspicion that it one
child had been borrowed the origin of
the others might be doubtful. The
question being put to the wife, she
declared that the ehild Djehad had
been borrowed also.  But she now
maintains that she wae actuated in
doing =0 by a feeling of revenge.
awakened by her divoree and .the
nasha’s seeond marriage, which soon
followed.  T'rom that time the hoy
Djehad has been a wanderer over the
carth.  He spent some years in Egypt
as a domestic servant 3 he - joined the
Papal Zonaves; he has been a lay in-
vatie at the couvent of St. Lazare, in
Venice; and, at his reputed father's
death,-which ocenrred in September
last, he repaired to England, the land
of portentous lawsuits, there to pre-
pare, his elaims to Kibrisli Pasha’s
property.—Dall Mall Gazette.
