The inanguration of Visconnt
Moun’s enlarged arsenal and graving
dock at Sandy Point, Nitheroy, one
of the-beautiful ‘suburbs of Rio Janei-
10, took placo with great ¢eclat’ on
Saturday, December 5th, in presence
{ot the Imperor and Kmpréss, Vis-

count Rio Branco, the BMinisters of
War, Marine, Agricnlture, Commerce,
and Public Works, the President of
Rio Jaueiro Province, the members of
the Corps Diplomatique, several Se-
pators and Deputies, the court digni-
| taries and other high ofiicials, besides

The fol'owing is the contract which
has been sigicd bstween the Munici-
pality ot San Jose de Flores and Mr.
Arthur Shaw, represestutive of the
Belgrano Gas Company.
